Please meet Samantha Salm MLS(ASCP)M
from Menomonee Falls, Wisconsin.

Samantha is employed by Roche Diagnostics
as a field application specialist. In her role,
she supports laboratory professionals with
Roche clinical diagnostic equipment so they
are empowered to best serve their patients.
Samantha performs her job by
implementing new chemistry systems,
assisting in verification studies, performing
training sessions, and assisting customers in
advanced troubleshooting.

Samantha served ASCLS in many capacities
beginning as a student delegate and
member of the Product Development
Committee before joining the Leadership
Academy. After graduating from the
Leadership Academy in 2017, her service to
ASCLS-Wisconsin expanded to serving as
the Awards Chair, Marketing and
Communications Chair, and the
Sustainability Task Force Chair.
